I created a typeface called “Sedronia”, inspired by the dismantled 
and abstracted forms of a CD drive, which I deconstructed in  
Illustrator. Additionally, the song “PPP” by “Beach House” influen-
ced the design. The typeface features rounded edges, evoking  
waves and the sea, which also align with the band’s name, “Beach 
House”, The typeface is meant to recall a row of beach houses 
and is designed in a condensed style. I also crafted some analog 
drafts for album covers. “Sedronia” is recommended for titles  
and other large-scale applications.

On the theme of the disappearance of motivation, I photographed 
six images portraying exhaustion, fatigue, and melancholy.  
This project allowed me to delve deeper into night photography, 
with the photographs styled to resemble “cinematic scenes”,  
For some images, I chose a frontal perspective to create an inten-
se and direct impact on the viewer. I included elements like an 
umbrella or a solitary bench in the compositions to symbolically 
enhance the emotions.

In Paris, I explored the theme of “meter” and created a tour 
through 12 small locations in the “Quartier Saint-Germain-des-
Prés”, along the Seine, and in nearby side streets, with a distance 
of 100 steps between each. On double-page spreads, I presen- 
ted a diverse yet structured depiction of my impressions through 
photographs, sketches, and words. These are most densely ar-
ranged at the starting locations and become more spaced out as 
the journey progresses, leaving increasing amounts of white 
space. Sketched figures move throughout the book, adding a play-
ful charm to the whole.

From the term “environmental pollution detective”, I created a  
visual mark. Additionally, I developed a combined word and 
image mark based on an external work titled “Incognito”, I simpli-
fied the environment as a globe and linked it with an eye to  
symbolize the detective. I placed a hidden plastic bottle—a symbol 
of pollution from waste—as a light point in the eye. This project 
taught me the importance of communication in logo design. 
Through in-depth exploration, I developed a thoroughly thought-
out logo.
